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How Will | Be Assessed ?

There are four exams at the end of the GCSE course: listening, speaking,
reading and writing. Each exam is worth 25% of your overall grade. You will
be entered for either foundation (F) or higher (H) tier and complete all four
exams in the same tier.

Listening: (2 tasks) listening comprehension (answer in English) and
dictation

Speaking: (3 tasks) role play, reading aloud, photo card discussion

Reading: (2 tasks) reading comprehension (answer in English), translation
from French to English

Writing Foundation: (5 tasks) write 5 sentences to describe a photo, 50
word writing task, 5 grammar questions, translation from English to French,
90 word writing task

Writing Higher: (3 tasks) translation English to German, 90 word writing
task, 150 word writing task
